We have audited the financial books (operating income and expenditure) of 
the St. Kevork Church-Houston, for the year 1981. 

We have checked, verified and reconciled the financial records made available 
to us as follows: 

1. Comprehensively reviewed and examined the available payment documents 
and verified such documents against disbersements made. 

2. Verified the funds received against the deposits made into the bank acc­
ount. 

3. Reconciled the bank account for the whole year of 1981. 

In general, we have found the financial records to be satisfactory and 
the controls exercised adequate with the exception of the following: 

1. The church files did not contain all the invoices paid. 
2. Under the present system there was no assurance that all funds(cash/ 

checks) received were deposited into the bank account. 
3. Purchases of materials/consumables/services were made without prior 

approval/purchase requisition and or both. 

A separate memorendum of our recommendations will be addressed to the Parish 

Council, through the implementation of which we believe the financial controls 

exercise over the church funds will further be improved and strengthened.

PARISH COUNCIL REPORT-1981 

I really don't know how to begin a Parish Council report for 1981. The reason 
being that 1981 was the greatest year in the history of this parish. This was the year 
that we built a new $1,000,000 church, hall and classrooms all at one time. There 
are very few churches in the United States, be they Armenian or American, that can do 
what we did in one year. It is a tremendous achievement and I hope that all of us here 
realize and appreciate what has been done in Houston. 

We had tremendous financial help of course, a $500,000 donation from 
M~. and Mrs. Sam G. Harrison. That size contribution is unheard of; it just doesn't 
happen; but it did here in Houston. Again I hope that all of us realize and appreciate 
that type of contribution. 

Most important about the new church and buildings is that most of it is 
paid for and that again is something that doesn't happen too often. Most churches 
have large mertgages to pay over a long number of years. 

That's the good news. The bad news is that we now have to meet greater 
financial obligations than before. Last year we paid all of our bills through 
membership dues, pledges, donations , New Year's Eve and festival profits and through 
contributions by our church organizations. It was very difficult to raise these funds. 
This year our bills are even greater. We owe the bank almost $100,000 for the 
construction and we will have a budget for 1982 of more than $60,000. These numbers 
can scare you. But they shouldn't. You will see from our budgetJwhich will be 
presented laterJhow we san meet these obligations. But it is up to you, our church 
members , to see that we pay our bills. 

We have to pay our dues for the year and they should be paid now- in fact 
here is my and my wife's dues for 1982. 

We have to make a substantial pledge for our operating budget and we 
have to pay it. 

If everyone gives their fair share there will not be a heavy burden on 
anyone. Last year we asked that each member pay at least $2 a week or $104 a year. 
However our pledge system was not good last year. This year beginning in March we are 
going to spend that month asking for pledges from each of our members. Start thinking 
about it now. This is your home. It is new , it is beautiful; but it needs your 
financial support. We have to do better than last year. We have to give more than 
last year. 

There was a great amount ef work done last year by the Parish Council 
and our various committees including the Building Committee. Some members assumed 
greater responsibilities than others but i personally want to thank them all for 
their efforts duting the year. The one person however who worked the hardest, longest, 
and is largely responsible for the design, architecture and construction of our 
church is our Der Hyr. I personnally feel that we could not have accomplished what was 
done last year without him. 

The church had some difficulties last year with a few of our young Armenian 
youth. We believe that difficulty has been resolved. The issue was that the church 
should not become involved in political issues. Any church member individually can 
follow any political course he wishes outside the church. The church is a place for 
worship, it is not for politics. This is an Armenian Church and we want and welcome 
all Armenians to be a part of this church. Thank you~

MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL PARISH ASSEMBLY 
FOR THE YEAR 1981 

ST. GEORGE ARMENIAN CHURCH 
HOUSTON, TEXAS 

FEBRUARY 7, 1982 

The Annual Parish Assembly was held on Sunday, February 7, 1982. The 
meeting was called to order at 1:30 p.m. by Mr. James Boyajian, in lieu of 
Mr. Krikor Derian, last year's Chairman of the Day, with a quorum of 48 
members present. Father Terenig Kondralian opened the Assembly with the 
Lord ' s Prayer. 

Nominations from the floor for the Chairman of the Day were called for 
and ballots circulated for Chairman and Secretary. Mr. Joe Galoostian and 
Mr. Avedis Hintlian were nominated for Chairman, and Mrs. Sophie Boyajian 
and Miss Houry Sarkissian were nominated for Secretary. Mr. Joe Galoostian 
was elected as Chairman of the Day and Miss Houry Sarkissian was elected as 
Secretary of the Day. 

The Minutes of last year's Assembly were circulated to all present. Dr.

After reading of the Agenda of the day by Mr. Galoostian, Miss Sadie 
Jordan made a motion to add to the Agenda the question of equipping the 
kitchen.

Because of the resignation of 2 members out of 3, this year's Auditing 
Committee report will not be submitted. A motion was made by Dr. Galstaun 
to have the newly elected Auditing Committee for 1982 audit the books and 
issue the said report in the Newsletter at a later date. This was seconded 
by Mr. Masis Mandani and unanimously accepted. 

Dr. Galstaun made a motion that any unsuccessful member of a committee 
should be replaced by the following member on the ballot with the next highest 
vote. This was seconded by Mr. Vahe Asadourian. 

Mr. Basralian discussed the Treasurer's Report and the 1982 Budget which 
were circulated. (Copies attached). Dr. Galstaun made a motion to move the 
subject and seconded by Mr. Stepan Nazarian. The 1982 Budget was accepted and 
approved as presented by Mr. Basralian. 

The Financial Report of the Building Committee was presented by Dr.
