REV. YEGHISHE GIZIRIAN, PASTOR

Dear Parishioners:

Through the grace of God and your wonderful cooperation, the year
of 1960 was a tremendous success in all ways. The Church can perform its
mission successfully only through the zealous and conscientious support of
its parishioners.

At this annual assembly we are privileged to share the harwest of our
spiritual accomplishmentss Despite the fact that our parishioners have
given so unselfishly of their time and energies, we must ever be mindful
that there is no end to service in the life of our Church. Qur Church is
growing and prospering. Fach year our membership increases. The zeal and
interest of our young people is appreciably intensified, We can feel de-
finite satisfaction as a result of this growth. Nevertheless, this is
merely a signal to us to redouble our efforts on behalf of our beloved
Church and its many activities. '

I urge you to view the year 1960 with satisfaction but not with
complacency. This is another beginning and another challenge.

Let us resolve to do even more in the future to give greater meaning
and significance to the strengthening of our church life,

I will now submit respectfully a brief resume of my activities for
the past year.

CHURCH SERVICES - Services were conducted with dignity and effectively
every Sunday as scheduled and on special occasions such ass Armenian
Christmas on January 6th. The Feast of St. Vartan, Lenten Services every
Wednesday evening, and the Feast of the Ascension. During each service an
appropriate sermon and interpretation was given. Special merit is due our
Deacons and Choir for their efforts toward beautifying our Services.

SACRAMENTS - As a matter of record we had 31 baptisms, 11 marriages
and 30 funerals. Necessary advice and counselling are always given at these
occasions,.

VISITATIONS -This is one of the most important aspects of church
responsibility. It serves to cement church and family relationships. During
the year I made L35 visits. Analyzing this number, we have the following
groups: Sick calls - 195; calls to the homes of bereaved - 50; calls to
Homes for the Aged - 35; calls pertaining to family difficulties - 8;visits
to sister churches - 7; calls on miscellaneous occasions = 140.

MEETINGS - I attended 14O meetings connected with our church activities
and gave advice and guidance as needed,



THE MESSENGER - This paper is published every month by our church
and mailed to the entire membership and other Parishes in our Diocese.
Time and effort have been expended to the publication of the Messenger
as well as other important bulletins,

COUNSELING SERVICE - This service was rendered most effectively
through our church, and helped alleviate many family problems. Particular
recognition is given here to Deacon Hovhannes Kasparian for his talents
in this area of our worke.

COURSES WOR PERSOWMAL EVRICHMENT - I attended two sessions and more
weekly in Boston throughout the year, also countless hours spent in research
at librariesy

OTHER RESPONSIBILITIES -

1. Armenian Sacred Music Book Committee - Three years ago the Central
Council of The Association of Armenian Church Choirs appointed me chairman
of this gigantic project:i A great deal of correspondence and responsibllities
are involved toward the completion of this tremendous undertaking. The’ book
will enrich the musical literature and harmonious singing of our Choirs,
Mrs Wardan Sarxian of Marseilles has been entrusted with the completion of
this monumental work.

Since November, 1960, the chairmanship of the Armenian Sacred Music
Book Committee was taken over by Very Rev, Torkom Manoogian.

2, THE ARMENTAN GUARDIAN published by the Armenian Church Youth
Organization, AS stafl member I contributed monthly articles and attended
editorial staff meetings. The publication of this periodical has now been
transferred to New York under a new staff,

MEMBERSHIP CAMPAIGN COMMITTEE

The ‘1960 Membership Campaign Committee was formed by the parish council
in the dpening of 1960 whose members were: Very Rev. Y. Gizirian, President;
Harry Sogigian, Chairman; Rose Toromaniany Secretary; Thomas Derderian,

Armenouvhi Jardarian, and Zavin Kasparian,

Since its inception, the prime objectives of this committee were to strégthen
the idea of Christian Stewardship in our community and effectively plan and carry
out the annual membership campaign in order that the Church will meet its 1961
budget of $29,550.

To do a more efficient job. of Christian Stewardship, the parish council
subscribed to the Worcester Area Council of Churches! Training Program which
consisted of a series of dinner meetings. Your committee together with Hayre
Soorp attended these meetings which were both educational and helpful., We might
add that while we were enlightened at these meetings, there were times when we
were depressed upon learning the accomplishments of other churches as compared
to ourse : o
ORGANIZING WORKERS

Noting the experiences of previous years, wherein the number of workers
were inadequate, it was decided that this year personal letters of invitations
be sent to parishoners instead of the usual appeal to church organizations for
workers. The response to our personal,appeal, although an improvement over last
yeary still fell short of our needs, Thirty-eight parishoners replied out of
140 letters senf. The shortage of 62 workers placed an added burden on the
28 who accepted.

TRAINING PROGRAM

For a training program of our own, two meetings were organized, the first
one on October 1lth and the second on November 7ths At each of these meetings
discussions and periods of question and answer took place, Methods of approach
and soliciting were discussed as well as being a good representative of our church
which is what we are, To stress these phases of our campaign, a filmstrip

CAMPAIGN OUTCOME :

The results of the campaign were, over L80 contacts were made and there
remained 178 contacts which were sent out by mail because of worker shortage.

An amount of over $10,500 was pledged both in weekly envelopes and annual
contributions. We feel that when the final figures are tallied, the outoome
will show a considerable improvement of 1960, '

RECOMMENDATIONS :

Before concluding, we would like to make some suggestions which we feel
will contribute to a smoother ruming job of campaigns

1. FEstablishing a permanent and standing membership committee,

2s The membership campaign is one of the most important activities of the
church and it is not recognized as such., Steps should be taken to connect this
impression,

3+ All church organizations should eliminate t“heir activities during the
puriod just preceding the campaign and throughout the campaign week. This will
result is more co-operation and greater effort in the campaign,

to the 38 workers who performed their assignments with vigor and enthusiasm; also
to Hayre Soorp and Diratzoo for their advice and co-operation on all phases

Holy Communion on different Sundays accompanied by the parents and teachers of the
pupils. Thia practice will help pupils to cultivate the devotional and spiritual
act of receiving Holy Communion.

Kgain, this year, the Church School had special programs at faster and
Christmas Services. Prior to thesc two dates special Communion Service and
breakfast was provided for the children. At the obscrvance of Armenian Christmas
a party was given to all Church School pupilss The Junior Choir, compriscd of
Church School children rendercd the music at Badarak on Children's = Sunday
and on January lst. At Thanksgiving, a large baskct of fruits and canned foods
was donated by the Children and presented to the Armenian Home for Ageds

A program, business meeting and social was held in the church hall, Sunday,
December 1lth, 1960, by the P T.i. of the Sunday and Armenian Schools, Prior
to the meeting the works of the children werc on display in the various classes
with teachers present and with great interest shown by all,

A highly educational film, "How To Make Homec A Happicr Place"; was shown,
also prior to the mecting. The brief, consrtuctive, wcll ettended business
meeting was highlighted by a question and answer period on how to improve the
functions of both schools and suggestions on how to establish an audic-visual
library.

PROGRESS AND THATKS
Twelve pupils were graduated from the Senior Dcpartment with appropriate

ceremony at Church Scrvices in June,

It is apparent that each year definite progress is being madc in the
direction of better equipment, larger attendance, highcr quality of teaching,
increased literature and text material about the Armenian Church, greater
effort and appreciation by the Children of our Church School.

The one factor contributing to this picture of gencral improvements is the
consistently brilliant planning and prodigious amount of hard work expendcd
by our Director, Dcacon Hovhannes Kasparian, Without this lcadcrship, without

The Armenian Radio Hour, sponsored by the Church of Our Saviour and
administered by the ACYCA is in its third year of being broadcast every Sunday
morning over station WCRC 8:3C - 9:00 A,M. The program director, Diratzoo
Hovhannes Kasparian, has again skillfully presented these programs to our 10,000
or more listeners throughout the New England Armenian communities, a program
consisting of religious, cultural and educational subject matters,

These programs have been acepted by such enthusiasm that every effort
must be spent to continue the existence, It is felt that no other public
Armenian news of interest reaches the Armenian public sooner than that of the
Armenian Radio Hour. The accomplishment of the Radio Hour has contributed a
significant mark in the respect that the Armenian community throughout New
England has gained an immeasurable amount of knowledge in the religious, cultural
and educational matters. The Radio Hour finds satisfaction that these
