During thc coursc of thc ycar, the Parish Council mct
and conducted twenty busincss mcctings, two annual mcmbor-
ship mcotings and onc joint meceting with the cxecutive committecos
of the Parish organizations. '

At this timc, we must cmphasize the fact that the mceotings
of the Parish Council werc held very orderly and rcgularly
with lovec and understanding. Excopt in the casc of sickness,
all thce mcembers werc prescnt at the mcetingse.

2. CHURCH BUILDINGS (Church Parish Housec and Church Ccntor)

In comparison to last ycar's activities with rogard to
renovations to church propertics, there were minor rcnovations

during 1962.
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A. Church

. 1. Baptismal Font - The Baptismal Font was moved
bencath the window in the vestry and recessed to provide
more room, Hot and cold water taps were also installed.
To complete the renovations, the vesting was painted to
mateh the church proper.

2. New doors were Iinstalled at the lnner entrance
to the church. Thesge doors were finished to match the
church decor.

3. Heating Unit - In November of this past year, the
boiler for the church burst. Following several emergency
meetings the Parish Council elected to replace the oil
system with a gas heating system. Following a few minor
adjustments the new system has been working satisfactorily.

B. Church Center

l. Room Repair - The roofs over the main hall area
and the stage were both resurfaced to prevent leaking in
the future.

2. Palnting - The hall celling was repaired and
the entire hall was painted as well as the ceiling.

3. The doors beneath the stage and the entrance were
replaced with new one inch thick wooden doors and braced
to prevent damage when the hall is being used for basketball.
PARISH PAPER

The VISION was published faithfully on a monthly basis

throughout the year through the untiring efforts of Father
Vatche Hovsepian.

Parish members are encouraged to submit articles for

publication in the VISION.

CAMP SITE
The Parish Council enlisted the aid of the Ment!s Club to

find an appropriate camp site. The Men's Club graciously
accepted the responsibility. ,

Following several leads the choice was narrowed down to

a tract of land in Wall Township in Southern New Jersey.
This property consists of thirteen acres with one permanent
building in need of repalr, and two chicken houses which
could easily be converted to barracks.
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The selling price was indicated as being $18,000. There was
a current $8,000 mortgage which could possibly be assumed.

With these facts, the decision was made to place a deposit
in order to have the property checked for use as a camp site.

Discussions werc held with individuals who had experience in
operating and maintaining camps. Theso talks indicated that costs
of up to $25,000 could result.

The final decision was to table the camp site purchase until
such time that several of the parishes in the Metropolitan Area
could combine their efforts in order to properly support a camp.

It is up to the present membership meeting to approve or
disapprove the decision of the Parish Council.

5. ENVELOPE SYSTEM

. During the past yecar the rosponse from the membership regarding
the usage of the Envelope System was improved over the previous
yecar. The Parish Council feels strongly as to the merits of the
Envelope System and proposes to continue its use in the future.

The Parish Council urgcs all those who have not used the
envelopes to do so and is gratoful to those who do for their
confidence in the system.,

6. DIOCESaN AND CATHEDRAL FUND

The balance of $1250 due to the Diocesan Fund has been pald
on a monthly basis to the Diocese.

The four New Jersey parishes: Union City, Bergen County,
Paterson and Newark arec collectively engaged in determining means
of raising funds. Following the kick-off dance and the fund-
raising dinner, an appeal was made through the mails. Regretfully
thc response was not encouraging.

Scveral mecetings with the Diocesan Cathedral Fund Raising
Committee to discuss the problems resulted in setting quotas for
each Parish as follows: _

a. Union City - $15,000 por year - in five years, $75,000

b. Bergen County - $10,000 per year - in fivc years, $50,000

c. Paterson - $6,000 per year - in five years, $30,000

d., Necwark - $6,000 per year - in five years, $30,000

c. Asbury Park - $1,000 per year - in five years, $5,000

Hayr Soor and the Messrs. Harold Azmelian, Harry Sabonjian,

Deran Chopoorian and Lud Shahbazian reprcsented the Union City
parish at all Cathedral Fund Raising Committee meetings.
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7. CHURCH CENTER

The Church Center has been operating undor the rules
accoptcd by the General Membership. The Center is still
operating at a loss. The membership must realize that profits
arec not always measured in monetary terms. Having the Church
Conter provides conveniences which would othecrwise be very
costly to the warious Church organizations. The Church Center
1s a means of holding the parishioners togothor as a result of
the froquent contact at Church affairs.

8. MAAS

This year also the Parish Council distributed the Maas in
the Church during the Holy Badarak. The distribution of Maas in
plastic bags was discontinued.

We arc grateful oncec again to Mr., & Mrs. Camig Nersecsian
and the members of the Ladics Ald Socilety for preparing tho Maas
during the past ycar.

9. PICNIC

This year's picnic devclopod into a Boat Ride oxcursion
around the island of Manhattan. All thosc who attended had a
marvelous time. The response in general was favorable toward
an Annual Boat Ride rather than a picnic. .

10, JaCK SHAHINIAN TESTIMONIAL DINNER

According to the decision of the Annual Mcmbership Meoting
of the Holy Cross Armecnian Church, the Parish Council on
September 15, 1962 duly honored one of the sons of the parish,
Mr, Jack Shahinian. The Committcc, under the Chairmanship of
Mr. Nubar Dorian, worked diligcently and prepared evorything in
order to respect the servant of many ycars of this parish, the
