MINUTES OF ANNUAL PARISH ASSEMBLY
ST. THOMAS ARMENIAN CHURCH, TENAFLY, NJ
FIRST SESSION - SUNDAY, JANUARY 28, 1990

Chairman George Mekenian called the meeting to order at 11:45a.m.
