5. CHURCH MEMBERSHIP - for 1976 numbered 570. This represented a net loss of 4 
members as compared to 1975. A special membership committee formed at the be­
ginning of the year has been preparing a program to stimu~ate new membership 
Hopefully, in the coming year, results from these efforts will be realized. 
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6. HOSPITALITY HOUR - After Sunday Services continued to be a popular prgram in­

stituted by Father Gizirian, each month one of the auxiliary hosted the fellow­
ship hour, and all organizations have graciously participated. 

7. PARISH COUNCIL MEETINGS -Continued on a semi-monthly basis and this year Holy 
Trinity hosted a joint meeting with the St. James Parish Council. As in the 
past our Diocesan Delgates continued to support P.urish Council Meetings with their 
presence and advice. The regional Diocesan Meeting was held at the Church of our 
Saviour in Worcester at which our Primate was present. The Worcester Parish was 
commended on their wonderful program and hospitality. 

8. ANNUAL GIVING BANQUET - Was held on October 31, 1976 and despi~e the fact that 
our new Pastor was unable to be present due to severe illness and hospitalization, 
the program was most enjoyable and our pledge surpassed our most optimistic expec­
tation. A total of over $23,000 was pledged and payments of $22,400 have been 
received to date. 

9. CHRISTMAS EVE SERVICES - Again, proved to be a most popular event with attendance 
well over 300 people. Particularly evident was the ecumenical atmosphere at this 
service were many friends outside our parish joined with us in the celebration of 
Christmas Eve. 

10. THE ANNUAL DIOCESAN ASSEMBLY - Was hosted in Philadelphia by St. Sahag & St. Mes­
rob Parish. A most comprehensive and diligent report was presented to the en­
tire Pari~h Council by our Diocesan Delegates. 

11. ANNUAL PICNIC - Was held on Sunday, September 12, at Camp Ararat and proved to be 
a most successful event. Thanks again are in order to all who worked so hard. 
Atthe present time, there is a distinct possibility that we will be looking for a 
new location for next year's p~cnic since the camp grounds have been sold to 
Digital Equipment Comp~ny of Maynard. 

12. SCHOLARSHIPS - To St. Nersess this year were awarded to James Kalustian and Diran 
-Zahigian Jr. 

13. HOLY TRINITY TRUST FUND- Has grown to $17,622.31 in bank deposits plus Real Es­
tate, donated anonymouly and valued at $35,000. Although a major campaign has 
not been launched for this fund, gradually as the Parishioners become more aware 
of it, it will continue to grow significantly. 

14. CHAIRMAN'S REMARKS - On behalf of the Parish Council, I would like to offer my 
thanks and appreciation to all the auxiliaries, Church employees, Deacons and 
Altar servers, together vd th the parishioners for their dedication, coo};:eration 
and assistance during this year of transition. As many of you know, the burden 
of obtaining a new Parish Priest was placed upon us in June when the Primate de­
cided to transfer Father Yeghishe Gizirian to Worcester, effective September lst. 
Our immediate goal was to convince the Primate to appoint Father Mampre Kouzouian 
to Holy Trinity and after many weeks of negotiation, we were successful in obtain­
ing Father Mapre's services. Unfortunately, Father Marnpre became severely ill 
upon his return from Holy Etchmiadzin just at the time of his anticipated arrival 
in Boston. His Pastoral duties were to be postponed until January of 1977. Du­
ring this interval of September 1, 1976, to January 3, 1977, our beloved Father 
Papken Maksoudian once again showed his extreme dedication and devotion to his 
Parish by again a3surning the duties of Pastor. We are extremely grateful to him 
for his unselfish endeavors on our behalf. 
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During this year there were two significant events which have materially af­
fected the economy of our Parish. Onew was the initiation of the "1000 Club" 
in March. Throught the end of the year the "Friends of Holy Trinity" as the 
organization is known has been able to contribute $8,000.00 to our Treasury. 
This represents nine months operation at 75% capacity and also retains $2,200 
for reserve. 

Second, beginning in September, the school facilities of the cUltural Center 
were leased to the Ecole Bilingue, a French oriented private school with 80 
students. The annual Rental fee of $15,400 will help greatly in offsetting 
some of the expenses for our Center. At this time, the relationship between 
the tenant and our own schools is most cordial.
