By the grace of God and with the cooperation of
our church membership anéther year of service was add-
ed on the pages of St. Sahag and St. Mesrob's history.
We are thankful for the fine accomplishments which
were realized by the dedicated efforts of our people.

Pastoral Activities

a. Churcnh Services

We have always been conscious of the efficiency
and effectiveness of the church office management.
The MER DOON, flyers and circulars were regularly
published for the purpose of healthy communication
among the parishioners and other parishes.

As the president of our church affiliated organ-
izations I have personally presided over all Parish
Council and church-related organizations meetings,
whenever notified, and have witnessed full cooperation
and dedication.

c. Special Activities

1. Under the leadership of your Pastor the
Bible Study Group continued to meet each Thursday
from 10-12 a.m.

2. The Association of the Armenian Church Choirs
of our Diocese held a seminar at St. Sahag and St.
Mesrob on March 13-14. Two pastors took part in the
program and read papers on the Nativity and Transfigur-
ation.

3. The Armenian School Talent Show was again a
great success held on March 15.

4. I attended the annual luncheon of the Church
Women United on January 29.

5. On the Mitchink Day (Middle of Lent) on
March 25 the Ladies Aid had their Lenten luncheon,
followed by a stage presentation commemorating St.
Hamazasbouhi Mamikonian.

6. On Palm Sunday, April 12, the blessing of
the new doors of the church was held during the
Trunpatsek service. Miss Azniv Jerrehian was the
godfather.

7. On the Armenian Martyrs Day, April 24, I
led a delegation to the City Hall and met with Mayor
Bill Green who gave the Armenian community a Proclam-
ation honoring our martyrs. The same evening a
special observance was held by the Inter-Communal
Committee.
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8. With our church delegates I attended the
Diocesan Assembly in Watertown, Mass. during April 30~
May 2. 1 also attended the Clergy Conference in
Walcham, Mass. and delivered a lecture at the teachers
conference of the Armenian language schools.

9. On May 14 a general Executives Meeting was
held among the church related organizations upon the
invitation of the Parish Council. The agenda of the
forthcoming events was discussed.

10. The Tekeyan Cultural Association held its
national conference in Philadelphia. I was invited to
the Banquet and the program on May 16.

1l. On May 8, I spent the entire day lecturing
at the Haverford High School senior class on the Armen-
ian history and religion.

12. Qur annual Naration Bible School held during
July 13-17 was an enjoyable and very beneficial for
some 25 children who attended.

13, The Senior Citizers of our parish resumed
their monthly luncheon gall. i1ings quite regularly under
the supervision of our Pastor.

14. 1 delivered a special lecture on July 27 in
New York, at the Diocese during the training program
of the Armenian schools teachers.

15, On September 30, the 25th anniversary of His
Holiness Vazken I, Catholicos of All Armenians was
marked here at St. Sahag and St. Mesrob, following the
decision taken at last year's assembly. Your pastor
spoke and gave tribute to His Holiness. Following the
service a film of the Blessing of Muron was shown be-
fore the reception.

16. The newly formed cultural group of St. Sahag
and St. Mesrob (The Alliance) presented its first pro-
gram on October 4. Dr. Robert Hewsen spoke on the
Armenian history.

17. The Varity Show of the Young Ladies Guild
was a great success on two successive evenings,
October 16 and 17.

18. The St. Sahag and St. Mesrob Theatrical Group



was formerly established under the auspices c¢f the &l

Parish Council., A set of By-laws were prepared by the
Pastor for the group's proper functioning. The Direct-
or of the Theatrical Group is Mr. Noubar Markaridian.
The Group presented an Armenian play on November 14,
the most successful ever, known as ”Je do not know
Armenian'.

19. The Fifth Dinner-Concert of our Church Choir
was held on November 18. The guest artist was Larry
Ferrari of WPVI TV. This was a memorable event in
itself.

20.- The Annual Church Bazaar was held for two
days, December 5 and 6. As busy as our parish was
during the Fall, the Bazaar proved to be successful.

e PARISH COUNCIL REPORT
The Parish Council is thankful for another pros-~
perous year for our Church. Our 1981 budget was
reasonably close to our actual expenditures. It is
hopeful that the increases in the 1982 budget will
be adequate.

A revised annual report format is being used this
year. Again, our treasurers Robert Paretchan and
Robert Hagopian have compiled a report to help make
it much easier to understand. Our treasurers have
throughout the year instituted changes to mzke their
Jjob now and for future treasurers more efficient.

The ever rising costs for energy have years been
an important concern for the Parish Council. I am
happy to announce the formation of the Energy Manage-
ment Committee. This Committee, headed by Robert
Paretchan, will research and recommend to the Parish
Council projects aimed at cutting energy costs. They
have already begun with a program to put better con-
trol on our heating system to achieve maximum effici-
ency.

They
have gone over the building and have made many recom—
mendations. Due to the age of our complex, it is
very hard to keep up with it. They have followed
through w.th many of these recommendations and have
seen them completed. ;

We can all take pride in the renovation of the
narthex, which further inhances our Church. This
project will be fully completed with the addition
of flood lights for the stained glass doors.

The Memorial and Labor Day Picnics this year were
both a social and financial success. The Bazaar,
cut back to two days this year, was very successful.
Earlier planning and new ideas will insure an even
better Bazaar. The New Years ive Affair, although
a social success, did not do well financially.
Careful consideration should be taken for next year.

The Parish Council appreciates the efforts of all
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the Parish orgenizations. Tune affairs and social
functions help make our Church one of the most active
in the Diocese.

I would like to thank Hyre Soorp for his guidance
throughout the year. Also thanks to Vice-~Chairman
Charles Garabedian and to all members of the Parish

St. Sahag and St. Mesrob Armenian Church
Sunday, February 15, 1981

The Parish Assembly :of St. Sahag and St. Mesrob
Armenian Church was held on February 15, 1981 at 2:00
p.m. in the Church Auditorium under the presidency of
our Pastor The Very Rev. Zaven Arzoumanian. 126 mem-
bers attended. Officers were elected as follows:
Roupen Berberian, Chairman; Hagop Kitabjian, Secretary.
The minutes of the previous Assembly (1980) was read
and approved. As in the past this year also a compre-
hensive Report Book of 1980 was prepared which con-
tained the reports of the Pastor, Parish Council, and
the Church Organizations. It also included the finan-
cial statements and the budget sheets of the operating
expenses of the Parish.

. PASTOR'S REPORT: The Vexry Rev. Zaven Arzoumanian,
Pastor, read his annual report for the year 1980, which
reflected the many efforts he had given to the wvarious
needs of our Parish, in addition to his out-of-town
commitments for lectures and participations in ecumen-
ical or cultural conferences.

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79TH DIOCESAN ASSEMBLY

The 79th Diocesan Assembly of the Diocese of the
Armenian Church of America was held on April 28-30
at St. James Armenian Church of Watertown.

One hundred thirty-five Diocesan clergy, delegates
and parish council chairmen attended the Assembly for
three days, deliberating on issues and problems per-
taining to our Diocese. We would like to share with
our parishioners some of the decisions made at this
Assembly:

1) It was decided that the Diocesan Council
appoint a special committee to study the feasibility
of creating dual church membership for those who live
in Florida during a certain season of the year.

2) Clarifying the already existing article in our
Diocesan By~laws, the Diocesan Assembly gave the right
to the Primate and the Diocesan Council not to accept
and not to confirm the elections and the decisions of
those parishes wno have not paid their dues to the
Diocese for two consecutive months.

3) It was decided to establish a special division
in the Diocese to deal with recruiting clergy for our
Churches.

4) It was decided that the existing Diocesan By-
laws Committee continue the dialogue with our dis-
sident brethren and to pursue the unity of the Armen-
ian Church in the United States acceptable to the
Diocesan Assembly.

5) A committee was appointed to deal with the
uncanonical acts of the Holy Cross Church of Toronto.
This committee proposed to give full authority to the
Diocesan Primate and Council to deal with the Holy
Cross parish and to take necessary steps.

6) The Diocesan Assembly decided to appeal to
His Holiness the Catholicos of All Armenians to grant
a special encyclical and the St. Gregory Illuminator
First Class Medal to the Honorable Judge John K.
Najarian and Crosby M. Goshgarian, who have served
this Diocese for many years as members and chairmen
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of our Diocesan Council.

7) The Assembly elected the following as members
of the Diocesan Councils The Very Reverend Arshen
Aivazian, Pather Karekin Kasparian, Mr. Edward Ber-
berian, Mr. Zarvin Kasparian and Mr. Sarkis Bedevian.

8) The Assembly approved the proposed budget of
1982 in the amount of $1,145,000.00.

At its first meeting held on May 29th, the Diocesan
Council elected its Tivan: Father Mampre Kougouian,
Chairman; Very Reverend Paren Avedikian, Vice~Chair-
man; Zarvin Kasparian, Secretary; and Sarkis Bedevian,
Treasurer.
