Parish Council Chairman's Report by Harry Cherkinian 

The pas~ year has been a year of trial for our Parish. We have 
had to rely upon our own resourcefulness ·and initiative to make 
our organizations and Church prospP-r and progress. I'm certain 
all of you feel the loss of a full~time pa~tor. It hasn't been 
easy and this coming year may be equally difficult. We have no 
promise from the Diocese for a· new pastor in the near futu·re. 

Yet, this is no time to feel sorry for ourselves. As a ~arish. 
we have a great deal of pride in ourselves and our ability to 
keep things going under adverse condittons. The past year is 
ample proof of what we can do. Listed below are some of the 
more important areas of concern to our Parisha 

1. ME.tll.BERSHIP - From the standpoint of membership, we were 
able to increase. our paid membership from 186 to 221. There 
is still much roo~ for improvement. We realize and also reco­
mmend that the Parish Council establish a permanent ~~ember­
ship Committee. It is very difficult under pres~nt conditions 
·for your Parish Council to do an adequate job in this area, 

2·, ORGANIZATIONS - Our Church organizations for .the most part 
are functioning well and are progressing under very capable 
leadership. There is some concern in our minds, however, 
whether our organizations can continue to progress without 
benefit of permanent spiritual leadership. While our older 
organizations are well established and self-sufficient, ·we 
seriously doubt if our youth groups can flourish and grow 
under present conditions. That they continue to function 
and stay together is a credit to our young people and their 
adult advisors. 

1. COif.MUNITY RELATIONS - We're sorry· to report the lack of a 
pastor is hurting us in the community relations area. We 
are not participating in local activities as we did in past 
years. This is re~retable because both our Church and our 

. image in the community had increased considerably during 
Der Dajad Davidian'~ time. 

4 SPIRITUAL LI~E - Our spiritual life continues strong and 
undaunted •. The monthly Badarak and sacramental services 
provided by the Very Rev. Vasken Tatoyan are sincerely appre­
ciated, We also thank his Waukegan parish members for their 
thoughtfulness and understanding for our spiritual needs.· 
roost or all, we must give credit to our Deacon, Charles Hardy, 
our Altar servers, acolytes and Choir members for their per­
severance and faith. We are fortunate for people like those 
mentioned above, for they preserve our faith and keep the 
doors or our Church open. 



s. La~DERSHIP NEEDS -We must still.spenk out to those 
parishioners cnpable o·r leading us to step forth and share 
~hair time and talents.· Uithout the benefit of a _permanent 
paator, we need the services. of all of our capable men and 
women. Now, more than evor, we must shed our cloaks of 
apathy. 1971 1oom3 ahead as a yoar of many important de­
cisiono. We ask that all or you. if called upon, do your 
share. Give of yourself and your time.

The A~chbiahop 
haa given hia approvol and blessings to our project. 

The Architect belieYos he should have the plans completed for 
tho hall section, available tor competitive bidding by the end 
or Mnrch. The committee has tentatively ag~eed to work with a 
figure or $250,000 beaed on the parish's ability to poy orr 
the =ortgage amount.·
