Pursuant to the deciaion of the 79th Annual Diocesan 

Assemply convened ~ ·wa~ertown, .Massachusetts, we wish to 
inform our parishes that . the :Uoly Cross parish of Toronto, 
Canada, was declared dissolve~ by the Primate and Diocesan 
Council on Feb. 21, 1982. 
· At the present time, until further notice, our clergy, parish 
councils and representatives of the Armenian Church of America, 
are directed to cease and refrain from communicating with or 
recognizing the Holy Cross parish of Toronto, Canada. 

This communication .is nec~ssitated by the unruly behavior and 
actions of the members of th~ Holy Cross parish. 

The Reverend Father Ho~sig Nishanian has been assigned to 
take care of the sacramental and ritual needs of the parishioner~. 
and Deacon Krikor Zemroutian will serve 'as Spiritual Administra­
tor along with an apMinted parish council, to reorganize and 
re-establish a parish under the authority of the Diocese of the 
Armenian Church of America . .

menia he delivered the two large 
bronze medals prepared by 
sculptor Krikor Kevorkian to 
commemorate the 75th anniver­
sary of the Armenian General 
Benevolent Union. The medals, 
depicting AGBU founder Boghos 
Nubar Pasha and AGBU life 
pre ident Alex Manoogian, has 
been donated to His Holiness 
V azken I for display at the Alex 
and Marie Manoogian Museum, 
which is completing construc­
tion. 

The official opening of the 
Manoogian Museum in Etchmi­
adzin has been scheduled for 
Sept. 26. Designed by architect 
Bagdasar Arzoumanian, the 
three-story building is con­
structed of the characteristic 

Armenian red toufa stone, with 
the floors made of marble im· 
ported from Italy. 

Garbis alsQ took with him to 
Etchmiadzin for the collection of 
the CathQlicos a painting by the 
late Dikran Simsarian donated 
by Miss Arpi Hairo.
