The cost of 4,000 copies, 196 pages, four colors, will be approxi­
mately $23,000.

Of course, 
this means a 100 per cent profit to the Diocese as Mr. Manoogian has 
already paid for the books. The same procedure would also take place 
for this final textbook. 

The income from the sale of these books has enabled us to publish 
reading, granmar and work book texts for three different grades, related 
teaching aids, and of course second editions (the first two books have 
had their second printing and we have only 1,000 copies left of the 
third book). 
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As explained to you by telephone. the printer has stated that if the 
book 1s not gtven to him by the end of June, he ~11 not be able to have 
it available to us for the September school ppenfng. He has also promised 
to stay wtthfn his price given to us last year. 

We would be most grateful if Mr. Manoogian would be able to once 
aga1n assist us in this most worthwhile project and I hope that the above 
information will clarify any questions that may arise.

Incidentally, Bishop Aris Shirvanian could have stayad as Pastor of 
our church as no o.le pushed him out or squeezed him out. Either he 
did no:.: want to stayon as Pastor because ha lost his other p:)sition of 
Vicar or he was p-3rsuaded by laymen to step out a.-1d be the front man 
for controversial activities in the Parish. 

Bishop Aris Shirva.1ian was asked by the Catholicos to return to 
Etchmiadzin in November 1978 which he did not do. He was again asked 
to return at the end of March 1979. At that tima he took three individuals 
with him where they erroneously conveyed the idea to the Vehapar tha': 
Bishop Aris Shirvanian had undertaken a pedagogical mission in this 
commu.1ity by establishing the first Armenian School in Toronto. In thi~ 
way, they convinced the Vehapar that Bishop Aris Shirvani.an' s stay in 
Toronto was essential to the end of the scholastic year in June 1979.

For over a year the sponsors of the "Holy Cross School" led a most 
unChristian campaign to boycott our church to the extend of many of 
them coming to church and not putting a penny in the collection plates. 
The latter was a programmed campaign which would be considered 
childish if it were not so vicious. 

Perhaps, the AGBLJ with its major building campaign just getting started 
would want to pacify these individuals to recruit their help for the major 
tasks ahead. Under normal circumstances, this kind of approach would 
be admirable. However, considering the enmity that these people have 
created with the majority of the parish members who happen to be the 
majority of the AGBU members as well, this kind of approach could be 
counterproductiva. It would be admirable of the AGBU to satisfy all 
elements within its ranks. Unfortunately, due to the hap;:>eni.ngs of the ~ 
last 18 months, we don't feel this is possible. 

Holy Trinity Armenian Church took a heavy responsibility both financial 
and moral in deciding to tie its future as part of an AGBU - Church 
Complex. It was not an easy decision as not all members were i.n favour. 
There being no Antelias affiliated church i.n Toronto, our chu1~ch serves 
all adherents ·of the Apostolic faith. The decision to relocate our church 
beside the AGBU Centre was not favourably received by sympathi.sers of 
that group. The ramifications, hence,of this move are yet to be seen. 
Nevertheless, the wishes of the majority had to prevail and the Parish 
Council acted accordiqgly. We just hope that the AGBU will similarly 
take a definite _stand For the peace and good order of our commur1ity and 
for the generati£?n of enthusiastic support for the forthcoming Church­
AGBU Centre Complex.
